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Abstract

This study aimed to reveal the challenges faced by supervisors
supervising student teachers at the Practicum Stage at Sultan Qaboos
University. The researcher used the Mixed method through using two
instruments. The first was a four-categories questionnaire covered (36)
Supervisor, and the second tool was a focused-group interview with six
supervisors. The validity and reliability of the two tools were verified,
and the results revealed a significant compatibility between the
guantitative and qualitative data related to the study's question. Some
of the most significant challenges faced by supervisors in supervising
student teachers was the commitment of trainee teachers to attend,
their acceptance of observations and guidance provided to them, the
communication and coordination of field visits and the mechanism of
providing feedback to trainee students. There was also the gap
between the theoretical aspect received by students at the university
and the realities of practical application in the field. The study
recommended that a joint mechanism should be developed between
cooperating teachers and supervisors of teacher students, that
theoretical courses should be linked to practical application, and that
workshops should be offered to supervisors on the latest supervisory
practices for the development of their performance.
