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second: A summary of the study in English

First: the study problem: 
The process of communication is of great importance because it is considered the 
main method of interaction between individuals, and for communication to take 
place, there must be a sender, a future and a message, and communication 
symbols are used to deliver the message through verbal and linguistic voices, 
signals and gestures, so that the individual can satisfy his basic biological and 
psychological needs, and make social relations inside and outside the family, as 
well. He can express his feelings and needs, and from here the role of social 
group work appears through the transmission of group values, standards and 
trends, which gives a sense of belonging between members of the group and some 
of them. Innovative ideas are transferred through the process of cognitive 
communication between individuals and groups and the development of linguistic 
and social skills within the group Whereas, the social group work should benefit 
through relationships with other disciplines in establishing its own programs that 
contribute to making change for the integrated autistic children and developing 
alternative communication skills, as it shows the role of the group department in 
developing the skills of alternative verbal and non-verbal communication through 
the formation of groups of autistic children and children Ordinary children of the 



 

 
 

same age group and the work of group activities and the participation of all children 
in them and achieve feelings of belonging within the group where the child with 
autism acquires skills from ordinary children, whether social skills, linguistic, 
mobility.

The period of conducting the study theoretically and practically

The study answered its main question, which is "What is the role of the method of 
working with groups in developing alternative communication among integrated 
autistic children?"
