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Teachers' Views on Early Signs of Students at Risk of Early
Childhood Learning Disabilities (LDs) in Al-Ahsa City
Abstract:

The current research aims to identify teachers’ views regarding the early
signs of students at risk of learning difficulties (LD) in the early childhood
stage in the city of Al-Ahsa. The current research relied on the descriptive
approach using the survey method, which is the most appropriate method, as
it helps to describe the phenomenon under research. And its relationship to
some of the variables associated with it, in addition to using the statistical
method to translate the results of the field framework, the research
community was represented by early childhood teachers in Al-Ahsa
Governorate in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, and their number reached
(600) teachers for the year 2023/2024 AD. The researcher also selected the
research sample in a random way from female teachers. Early childhood in
Al-Ahsa Governorate in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, numbering (118)
female teachers, representing (19,667%) of the total research community.
The researcher selected a reconnaissance sample of (30) female teachers
from the research community and outside the basic research sample, with the
aim of conducting statistical transactions. (Validity-reliability) for the main
research tool, and for the purpose of achieving the research objectives, it was
required to have a questionnaire on teachers’ views regarding the early signs
of students at risk of developing learning difficulties (LD) in the early
childhood stage in the city of Al-Ahsa. The most important conclusions were
that the results showed that there is awareness among the sample. Research
from early childhood teachers on pre-learning skills showed this through:
identifying early signs of the risk of learning difficulties - difficulty learning
the relationship between letters and sounds, difficulty understanding that
written language consists of sounds (individual sounds) and letters that make
up syllables and words, The most important recommendations were to
conduct more survey studies with the aim of investigating teachers’
knowledge on the subject of learning difficulties. Because of its negative
effects on the educational process.
