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Abstract

In the past three decades, the comparative education literature
interested in studying the phenomenon of educational policies and
practices transfer has witnessed a major shift in the nature of the research
questions related to the study of the phenomenon. Where it is seen to
transfer, borrow, and lend educational policies and practices as a process,
and then many specialists sought to provide an explanation of the
phenomenon that includes how it occurs, its stages, and its repercussions
on educational systems. The current study attempted to analyze most of
the explanations that dealt with the transfer of educational policies and
practices as a process and to define the concepts explaining the
phenomenon as dealt with by the most prominent specialists in
comparative education. Among the most prominent of these concepts are
externalization, translation, transformations, internalization, re-
contextualization, and assemblages, as well as some theorizing attempts
to transfer policies from the fields of social sciences and public policy to
add more understanding of the phenomenon.
