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ABSTRACT

The research addresses the role of social sustainability in improving people's behavior in open
spaces and reducing anti-social behavior and focuses specifically on open spaces related to
residential buildings in housing projects for middle income groups in gated communities, In
this context, the research follows the relationship between three main axes: social sustainability
and open spaces related to residential buildings and behaviors And this was done through the
theoretical part where the main concepts of indicators and dimensions of each of the axes of
the study were studied down to 221 indicators, A mechanism was then applied to select and
summarize indicators in 36 indicators. These were then used in the applied part to monitor,
analyze, and evaluate the behavior of individuals in open spaces relevant to residential areas,
through questionnaires with users and through field visits to monitor, analyze and document
open spaces and user behavior. The research has therefore identified significant guidelines for
applying social sustainability principles and improving user behavior in enclosed residential
spaces.
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
