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Coins of King James Il and Queen Mary Circulating on
the Island of Bombay

Abstract

This research dealt with a short period of time showing the beginning
of the English tradition within the island of Bombay by the English
East India Company for the Indian Mughal coins, which were then
imitated in a similar manner in terms of form and written texts. To the
names of the kings of England, especially King James 11, Queen Mary
Il and King William 1ll, as evidence of the loyalty of the English
company to its kings in England, but soon the Mughal Emperor issued
a decision to stop the issuance of these silver coins and withdraw them
from commercial circulation within the country of India. This paper
includes unique examples of English imitations of Indian Mughal
coins within the island of Bombay, which is the headquarters of the
English company in the western part of India.
