Secretary-General has rightly called “code red for
humanity.” And the scientists and experts are telling us that
we’re fast approaching a “point of no return,” in the literal
sense.

To keep within our reach the vital goal of limiting
global warming to 1.5 degrees Celsius, every nation needs to
bring their highest-possible ambitions to the table when we
meet in Glasgow for COP26 and then to have to keep raising
our collective ambition over time.

In April, I announced the United States’ ambitious new
goal under the Paris Agreement to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions from the United States by 50 to 52 percent below
2005 levels by 2030, as we work toward achieving a clean-
energy economy with net-zero emissions by 2050.And my
administration is working closely with our Congress to make
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the critical investments in green infrastructure and electric
vehicles that will help us lock in progress at home toward
our climate goals.

And the best part is: Making these ambitious
investments isn’t just good climate policy, it’s a chance for
each of our countries to invest in ourselves and our own
future. It’s an enormous opportunity to create good-paying
jobs for workers in each of our countries and to spur long-
term economic growth that will improve the quality of life for
all of our people. ™

The United States is ready to work with any nation that steps
up and pursues peaceful resolution to shared challenges,
even if we have intense disagreements in other areas —
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because we’ll all suffer the consequences of our failure if we
do not come together to address the urgent threats like
COVID-19 and climate change or enduring threats like
nuclear proliferation. "
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
