The manifestations of sensory processing disorders vary among individuals
with autism spectrum disorder (ASD). These manifestations include
hypersensitivity to auditory stimuli, sound phobia, or fear of specific sounds,
in addition to restricted interest or hypersensitivity to certain sounds.
Qualitative difficulties related to processing speech sounds also exist. As for
the elevated rates of sensory processing deficits in this population, they are
attributed to the abundance of stimuli. What makes this deficit noteworthy is
its association with various other variables that negatively impact a child
with autism, such as difficulty adapting to situations, increased deficits in
social skills, diminished sense of personal life, non-engagement in daily life
activities, and increased deficits in language functional performance.
Additionally, sensory processing deficits limit opportunities for researchers
to modify such variables.
