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Abstract:

This Paper presents new manifestations of the Solar-Osirian unity through some royal statues
in the New Kingdom in temples and museums in different materials and colors, especially red,
black and yellow. During the New Kingdom, the religious aspects were prevailed the royal
Sculpture according to the development of thoughts and Beliefs, which motivate the author to
reconsider some statues of King Amenhotep I11, and King Ramesses Il, as well as in particular
some statues from the collection of King Tutankhamun in the Grand Egyptian Museum, which led
to emphasis on the rebirth and rejuvenation of the deceased through the Solar-Osirian unity in clear
artistic features of these statues.
