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Abstract:

The research studies the rock carvings and paintings during the Neolithic period in the South
Caucasus, especially in Gobustan archaeological area in the Republic of Azerbaijan and the
Geghamavan 1 Cave or the so called “the Red Cave” in the Republic of Armenia; The study
analyzes and clarifies the figures depicted on the rocks, whether human or animal, or other figures
and symbols, by interpreting of the context, whether they were participating in hunting or specific
rituals, explaining what rituals are; and the types of animals existing during The Neolithic period in
those areas.
