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The Reliefs of the Priests beyond the First Pylon of Isis Temple in Philae
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Abstract:

The research introduces an artistically analytical study to the reliefs of the priests at the
backward of the first pylon of the temple of Isis in Philae.

The research provides a comprehensive study included the construction of the temple, it's history
and the deities which the temple is dedicated.
