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Abstract:
This article aims to publish and study the sarcophagus of 7my No. (635) which is currently
preserved in the museum store at Bahnasain Minya, which has not been published before.
The sarcophagus is rectangular in good condition and the writings on the four sides of the
sarcophagus; the texts starting from the head on each side consist of eight columns Vertical
dividing the fagade into sectors resembling gates. On the eastern side there are two
horizontal lines and eight vertical lines between them, between which are the two eyes of
the faces, on the western side there are two horizontal lines and eight vertical lines at both
the head and the foot .Two horizontal lines below them are two vertical lines. The inside of
the coffin is free from any texts or decorations. The sarcophagus of 7my was found on
December 13, 1932 in Drunka, Asyut, by Ahmed Mahmoud al-Malawishi. The coffin is in
a good state of preservation and measures 198cm x 45cm x 47cm

This coffin is considered a development of the Sixth Dynasty coffin model. The shape of the
coffin became rectangular. The texts on the outside of the coffin and on the lid of the coffin

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contain the offering formula for Osiris. Anubis, Isis, Nephthys, Geb, the four sons of Horus,

these texts for the protection of the deceased.

The research was divided into an introduction into three main sections, the first topic dealt

with: a general description of the coffin, the second topic on the descriptive study of the

coffin and translation of the texts, the third topic on the linguistic comment on the texts, then

the conclusion and the most important results, and the list of references, and the research
ends with the appendix of the paintings.
