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Abstract

The present paper deals with the role of the Soviet Union in
the negotiations of the Vietnam War from 1968, in which year
those negotiations started as a result of the efforts of the Soviet
Union to bridge the views between the war parties in order to
reach a peaceful solution. Despite the launch of negotiations that
year, they were unable to reach a result that satisfies all the
parties. As such, the role of the Soviet Union continued to bring
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the points of view closer through a series of meetings and
exchanged letters with the parties to those negotiations in order
to end the war. This role continued until 1973, in which year the
negotiations ended with the conclusion of the treaty that ended
the war, what is commonly known as the Paris Peace
Agreement.
