Abstract

This research aims to shed light on Egyptian influence in the
Levant during the second half of the seventh century BC, that period
that witnessed both King Psammetich | and King Necho Il attempting
to restore Egyptian influence in the Levant and regain control over this
region, and it helped them to This is the state of weakness that Assyria
was in, as a result of the many wars it fought, which led to its inability
to face many challenges, which led it to request military assistance
from Egypt, that is, from its old enemy.

In fact, it seems that the Egyptians helped the Assyrians out of
preserving their own interests, and this may have been a far-sighted
attempt aimed at suppressing the authority of the Babylonians who
had tried to invade and attack it during the reign of King Necho Il, and
it may have been possible that the Egyptians were associated with the
Assyrians until They themselves would not lose the Levant to the
expanding Babylonian Empire at that time. But what happened in
Carchemish in 605 BC. It eliminated Egyptian influence in this region,
especially after the crushing defeat that befell the Egyptian army.

The research was concluded with a number of results, perhaps
the most important of which are:

*  Egypt’s policy in the Levant during the period extending from the
second half of the seventh century BC until the first quarter of the
sixth century BC was characterized by commercial aspirations
and goals, not military goals. Psamtik | and Necho Il left the
northern states to manage foreign affairs as they wished as long
as they could secure sufficient economic benefits from them.
