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An Analysis of the Relationship between Digital
Transformation Supportive Culture and Stakeholders
Perception: A Case of EgyptAir Holding Company

Abstract

The research aimed to analyze the relationship between digital
transformation supportive culture and stakeholders perception in
Egypt Air Holding Company. To do so, previous studies related to
the topic were analysed, and also, some interviews with a group of
top and middle managers were conducted. Accordingly, a hypothesis
was developed to reflect this role. A questionnaire was established as
a tool for data collection, and data was collected from a sample of
288 managers of top and middle management in the company, and
analysed and results were extracted. The findings indicated that the
digital transformation supportive culture had a strong and direct
correlation with the stakeholders perception according to the
responses of the research sample. More importantly, the research
concluded that the digital transformation supportive culture plays a
crucial role in moderating and controlling the relationship with the
main stakeholders. Based on the previous mentioned finding, the
research ended up with providing a set of recommendations for
company policy and decision makers to improve the interaction with
stakeholders, through identifying and adopting cultural factors that
support digital transformation as  critical factors. One more
recommendation was to take advantage of digital technology in
order to satisfy the expectations of stakeholders.
