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Abstract:

This study aimed to identify the obstacles of using of flipped
learning among teachers of Al-Qunfudhah Governorate according to
the variables of( years of experience - specialization - school stage -
training courses related to flipped learning) and the study followed
the survey approach and used the questionnaire as a tool to collect
study data. The study sample consisted of (189) teachers. the results
of the study found that teachers face obstacles in using flipped
learning to a degree of OK, as the result of the total questionnaire
came (3.64), and the results showed that the most prominent of these
obstacles is the lack of awareness of parents Students of the
importance of flipped learning as well as the scarcity of training
courses related to flipped learning. The results also showed that there
are statistically significant differences due to the variable of teachers
having courses in flipped learning as well as the variable of the
school stage, while there are no statistically significant differences
due to the variable of teachers' years of experience or the variable of
specialization. The study recommends the need to increase parents'
awareness of the importance of flipped learning, in addition to the
training of teachers in using flipped learning.
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
