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Abstract:

Given the importance of the private sector in development, the focus
of the current study concerned the impact of the private sector on
achieving development in new cities by focusing on the city of transit
as a model, where the formulation of the study problem came in the
phrase “the role of the private sector in the development of the city of
transit as one of the new cities in Egypt.”

The objectives of the study were to identify the social and
economic characteristics of the study sample, to identify the reasons
that prompted businessmen to establish special projects in the Obour
city, to identify the development areas of the most successful projects
in the city and the reasons for this success, to identify the extent of
private sector projects in the development of Obour City by identifying
the pros and cons of these projects on the city, identifying the social
role of the private sector in the Obour city, the nature of the activities
provided and their impact on the development of the city.

This study belongs to the type of descriptive social research,
relying on two tools, the questionnaire tool and the in-depth interview
tool.

The study relied on the historical method . the study reached
several results, the most important of which are:

1. The percentage of responding to the questionnaire was higher
among males than females, and most of the sample members
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were in the productive age group, the higher percentage of
those with a university education among the respondents, and
the increase in the number of families benefiting from private
sector institutions within the city of Obour, which resulted from
an increase in the number of married people among the sample
members and an increase in the number of The category that
has 2 to 3 children.

2. The contemplator of the interview sample finds that most of the
private sector officials of the productive youth category, whether
they are managers or owners of projects, all interviewees
moved to the city after their work in it in order to save time,
money and effort.

3. The state plays a key role in encouraging businessmen to set
up their projects in Obour City.

4. That most private commercial activities work in factories, and
that the private sector contributed to achieving development.

5. The different and multiple reasons for the population’s
satisfaction with the services of the private sector, however,
was at the forefront of these reasons that the services are
diverse, and in the last order was that these services do not
have the equivalent of government services. As for the reasons
for dissatisfaction, the high prices for these services came first.

6. There were many social roles played by businessmen in Obour
City, the most important of which was poverty alleviation.
