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Artistic features of the tombs of the King and Ness
cemetery in Saqqara

Abstract:

There is the Ness cemetery in the center of Saggara. Saggara is located at
longitude 50-53°520 north and latitude 13°531 east and 30 km south of
Cairo (). Saggara is considered part of the cemetery of Memphis, which
extends in the Western Desert for a distance of 80 km from north to south.
The Cemetery of Memphis is considered the largest cemetery in ancient
Egypt, extending from Abu Rawash in the north to Meidum in the south.
Saqggara is considered the most important area of the exiled cemetery. This
area is located at longitude 50-53°520 north and latitude 13°531 east and
30 km south of Cairo (). It includes archaeological buildings from various
Pharaonic, Greek, Roman, and Coptic eras (), and it was the main
cemetery for some Kings, queens, and individuals in the Old Kingdom.
These tombs were distributed among many different cemeteries:

A- The Step Pyramid Cemetery. B- A cemetery.

C- Cemetery and nice. D- South Saggara cemetery.
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Each of these cemeteries is characterized by certain features in terms of its
location, borders, division, time period it occupies, the identity of the people
buried in it, and its artistic and architectural features. Below we review the
most important decorative and artistic features of the tombs of the Ness
cemetery.
