Abstract:

This study aims at studying the biography of one of the famous priests of Amun in
the first half of the eighteenth dynasty, the second priest of Amun and the holder of
the royal seal "Pw- Im- Ra". He did his various roles or career progressions during
the reigns of "Hatshepsut" (1482- 1503 B.C.) and "Thutmose" Il (1450- 1504
B.C.). This is done by tracing his upbringing, family lineage, honorific status, job
titles, and the tasks he was assigned to. In addition to studying his immovable and
movable antiquities, which reflect his administrative status, his royal prestige, and
his religious and architectural rol. His biography revealed that he was one of the
architects who are assigned from "Hatshepsut™ to supervise the temple's structure in
the monastery of the sea. Moreover, he supervised the works of "Thutmose 1" in
Karnak for the sake of Amun. He also observed the receiving of foreign countries'
taxes for Egyptian crown, and sending its resources to Amun's temple in Karnak.
Furthermore, he supervised the weight and meadurement of gold and incense,
which are looted by the king "Thutmose I11" from one his military campaigns.
Then, he distributed them to some of Thebe's temples.
