Abstract:
The research aims to highlight the importance of studying the
procession of birds and displaying the tombs of the exiled
necropolis in Saqgara and Giza, which depict bird processions.
The research deals with the six most important types of tombs that
contain the scene of the procession of birds and the reason for
their selection due to the importance of the owners of the tombs,
the clarity of the views, and the presence of theorists in the
cemetery, which is unusual for individual tombs of the Old
Kingdom. It was presented on As follows: each cemetery
separately in the cemetery of Memphis in terms of the location of

the cemetery, its history, its architectural layout, the place where
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the view of the bird procession was photographed and the
surrounding scenery, a detailed description of the procession and
the accompanying texts: Saqgara contains 26 bird parades with
twenty-two cemeteries, just as Giza contains 24 bird parades with
twenty-four Giza cemeteries. The most important results are that
the significance of photographing the bird procession is for the
deceased to obtain all the types of bliss he experienced in life and
more of the types of birds he desires. There are also types of Birds
have a religious significance, as their presence means repelling
evil from the cemetery, because some of these birds are one of the
symbols of the deity Set. At the end of the Old Kingdom era, a
shape of the sparrow bird was depicted as a symbol of evil, which
confirms the existence of symbols of various types of birds whose
hunting symbolizes repelling evil, such as also the geese, which
came in the legend of the killing of (Osiris) as foretelling the hiding
place of (Hor) to his uncle (Set).
