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Abstract: This study aimed to clarify some short 

doctrinal hadiths consisting in their spelling of two words, 

which exist in the two Sahihs only, and to clarify the 

statements of the Sunni scholars who explained them, to 

infer them on some of the correct doctrinal issues that have 

been proven by long valid evidence, in support of the 

approach of the scholars of Ahl al-Sunnah wal-Jama'ah, 

which responds to some Islamic sects and groups deviant in 

faith, and contrary to the Book and the Sunnah of the 

Prophet, The researcher followed the inductive approach in 

this study by extrapolating short hadiths consisting of two 

words, contained in the two Sahihs, and extrapolating the 

texts of the Holy Qur'an, and the books of the Sahih, Sunan, 

and Musanid, related to the subject of the study to infer 

them on some of the doctrinal issues mentioned in the 

research, as well as the analytical method: by mentioning 

explanations, and the comments of the scholars of Ahl al-

Sunnah wal-Jama'ah on them to complement the benefit, 

Then I mentioned the most important results of this study, 

including: that the vision of Allah  Almighty in this world is 

abstaining, and in the hereafter is fixed for the believers 

without the disbelievers, due to the frequency of evidence 

from the Qur'an and Sunnah, and the consensus of the 

scholars of Ahl al-Sunnah wal-Jama'ah on that, and denied 

by each of the Jahmiyya, Mu'tazila, Kharijites, Imamiyya, 
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and those who followed them... And that the eye is right, 

and its prevention by preserving the morning and evening 

remembrances, and that the names of the Prophet (peace and 

blessings of Allaah be upon him) are many, leaving the 

questions of cost and assumption that do not entail a 

doctrinal or legal ruling, the need to adhere to and adhere to 

the doctrinal issues mentioned in the Qur'an and the Sunnah 

of the Prophet, and the consensus of the nation, and to stay 

away from doctrinal deviations contrary to the Qur'an and 

the Sunnah of the Prophet.
