some extent often, The research has been divided into three 

sections: preceded by an introduction and preface, followed 

by the conclusion, has devoted the preamble to talk about 

the concept of the symbol language and idiomatically, and 

the life of the poet, and the features of the symbol has, the 

first section: it is entitled (heritage symbol), and the second
