One of the most important results of the 
thesis: that in these methodological features that were 
highlighted in this research are clear answers to many 
questions and problems in the jurisprudential thesis 
approach in our days. Among its results is also: that the 
reader of the book: "Al-Hawi" by Al-Mawardi finds that it 
contains the four elements of jurisprudential thesis on 
which jurisprudential thesis is based, which are as follows: 
establishing the issues - presenting opinions and issues of 
disagreement - discussing opinions and issues of 
disagreement and preference - knowing the terminology 
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followed by the imams of jurisprudence from the Shafi'i 
school. Among the most important recommendations of the 
thesis: the necessity of directing students of knowledge 
and thesises to highlight the bright image of the scientific 
methodology of our venerable scholars in the manner of 
apparent landmarks that reveal that methodology.
