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Abstract

Egypt has been distinguished by its fertile river and fertile soil since the
dawn of history. Agriculture was the backbone of the Egyptian economy, and
industry and trade depended on agricultural products, in order to meet the needs of
local consumption and create a surplus that could be exported abroad. Hence, the

first Ptolemaic kings in Egypt cared about the development of various economic
systems, especially agriculture, for example but not limited to the interest in
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surveying lands and crops, which played a positive role in building the Egyptian
economy during the era of the first Ptolemaic kings, but during the era of the late
Ptolemaic kings, several Reasons for the deterioration of agriculture, including the
deterioration and destruction of irrigation methods, and the lack of cultivated land.
And since Rome had annexed Egypt to its empire in order to exploit it economically,
in order to achieve this goal, the Romans worked to reform the irrigation system, to revive
all aspects of agricultural activity, and to construct dams and construct canals and drains
and purify them as soon as possible, with the aim of establishing a strong government that
works to advance the country’s facilities. Economic, encouraging private ownership and
individual investments to reclaim lands that had been devastated, and the Romans cared
about the Nile flood season with great interest, as the flood played a major role in land
divisions, and the Romans’ administrative and economic systems in Egypt were influenced
by the systems of their Ptolemaic ancestors; They also took care of surveying and
examining lands and crops immediately after the end of the flood season or at times of
disputes or problems between the seller of the land and its buyer, or between the owners
and each other, in an attempt to revive the Egyptian economy again after its decline in the
era of the late Ptolemaic kings.
