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(Abstract)
Egypt has known religious holidays and celebrations since the Pharaonic era.
It is known that the Egyptian people are religious by nature, and after the
establishment of the Ptolemaic state in Egypt, the Egyptian religion continued to
enjoy the status of sovereignty. The Ptolemaic kings maintained the feasts and
celebrations of the Egyptian gods, and even participated in them because they
realized the importance of religion and its impact on the lives of the Egyptians,
then they added the feasts and celebrations of the Greek gods alongside the

Egyptian ones.

The Ptolemaic kings also allowed other foreign elements that migrated to
Egypt since ancient times, such as the Jews, Persians, Phoenicians, Syrians,
Thracians, and others, to practice their own rituals in holding their religious

festivals and celebrations.

A kind of two-way influence occurred in the customs and rituals of religious
festivals and celebrations of each of the elements that made up the Egyptian
society. To name just a few, the feasts of the Egyptian goddess Isis were not
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limited to the Egyptians only, but almost all elements of Egyptian society
participated in them. Its feasts and celebrations spread inside and outside Egypt,
along with the feasts of the god Serapis, and other deities in whose worship all
elements of Egyptian society participated.
