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Abstract

The Carolingian emperors, since their alliance with the papacy in the mid-
eighth century, sought to control the Papal States. They did so by contributing to
and supervising papal elections. They issued several imperial decrees to control
papal elections, including Council of Rome in 469, Charter of Louis in 817, and
Roman Constitution in 824. The goal of these decrees was to ensure the election
of popes who were favored by the Carolingian and to prevent the election of popes
who might be disloyal to the empire.

The Roman Constitution is a charter issued by agreement between Louis
and Pope Eugenius Il in 824 AD. The aim of this pact was to control the Papal
States and subjugate them to the Carolingian Empire. The Charter stipulated that
the Carolingian Emperor would supervise papal elections and establish a joint
authority in Rome with the Pope. This charter marked an important step in the
direction of imperial control over the Papal States.

During the 9th century, the popes and Roman nobles sought to liberate
themselves from the control of the Carolingian Empire and the restrictions imposed
on them by the Roman Constitution.
