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Abstract:

This research paper deals with a critical analytical study of the
concept of the divine logos according to Heraclitus. The researcher
will attempt to discuss and analyze this divine logos according to
Heraclitus through his fragments that deal with this concept, while
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trying to prove that Heraclitus's fragments actually provide a
consistent theory about the concept of the divine logos, the nature of
God, and his role in the universe. The researcher will also try to
compare this divine logos with the concept of logos according to
other philosophers and try to investigate the features of the
development that this concept has undergone, because the fragments
of Heraclitus may only refer to the concept of the divine logos,
while in other philosophical writings they may stop at different and
multiple meanings of this concept. In this research paper, the
researcher will also attempt to shed light on the impact that
Heraclitus’ doctrine of Logos had on the doctrines of the
philosophers who appeared after him, and to what extent the
doctrines of these philosophers with regard to Logos were
influenced by the concept of the Divine Logos according to
Heraclitus, in order to know the extent of the originality of this
doctrine and to what extent it can be considered truly a pioneer of
the theory of the Divine Logos.
