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Abstract

The process of giving birth to the cow was one of the frequent scenes
in the private tombs of the Old Kingdom at Giza, Abu sir, Saqqara and
the cemeteries of the regions. Perhaps the purpose of depicting the scene
of birth was the desire of the dead to reproduce it in the other life and his
keenness to perpetuate the process of birth to increase the numbers. The
artist succeeded in embodying the pain of the mother during the process
of birth as he shows the cow standing with signs of exhaustion and fatigue
like how her tongue is out from her mouth, while the tail is raised upwards
to facilitate the process of birth. One of the shepherds is depicted pulling
the calf out during the birth process by its front legs, while the head of
the calf appears. The chief of the shepherds is depicted reciting
incantations to facilitate the process of birth for the mother. Through this
research, the researcher will study and analyze some selected models of
some scenes in the private tombs at Giza site, which contain scenes of
cow birth from both Fifth and Sixth Dynasties like “Nefer Medjer Khufu,

Kamankh, Iymery and Thetu” in terms of the name of the owner of the

tomb, tomb number, the date of the tomb, the location of the tomb, then

the location of the scenes, as well as a description of the reversal, shifting
perspectives.
