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Abstract:

This research is concerned with the two goddesses, Matite and Mehit,
from the beginning of the dynasties until the Greek and Roman periods, and
each of them played an important role in the ancient Egyptian religion.

The worshpied of the goddesse Mehit has been erased since ancient
times, especially since the reign of King Wadji of the First Dynasty, on the
seals of pottery jars in the form of a full animal lioness (female lion), as well
as in the era of the Old Kingdom on the paintings “Hessi Ra” and “Webem
Nefert”, and also in the era of the state. Medieval and modern until the Greek
and Roman eras, especially in the temples of Edfu and Dendera, and she had
her own priests since antiquity, and the body of the goddess was erased
throughout the periods of ancient Egyptian history, as well as the goddess
Mattet, who was also depicted in the form of a lioness. The Greek and the
Roman, it was necessary to differentiate between the two deities and clarify
the difference between them due to their great similarity in terms of body and
also the sacred religious roles.

As for the animal depiction of these two deities, it can be said that
animals played an important role in the life of the ancient Egyptian, whether
by serving him directly in his daily work or by protecting him, which pushed
him strongly To give it a large area of photography on the walls of tombs and
temples, which also led him to believe that these animals will not stop this
role in serving and protecting him in the other world.

This study seeks to shed more light and introduce these two deities
(Matite and Mehit) and their religious role since antiquity and until the end of
the Greek and Roman eras, when these two deities appeared significantly at
that time.
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
