Abstract:

QbHw, a fresh water offering, is one of the most important rituals recorded on
the walls of Egyptian Temples during the Ptolemaic and Roman Periods as part
of the purification and restoration of life to the ancient deities. This article will
study the offering scene found in the courtyard of Kom-Ombo Temple,
describing in detail the scene and studying the text in order to identify the role
that this ritual played in the courtyard of Kom-Ombo Temple. A highlight of the
analysis will be the discussion of the calligraphic and linguistic features of
ancient Egyptian Hieroglyphic script during the Roman era and the important and
unique distinctions that enhance our understanding of the ritual. The offering
scene is inscribed on the third column of the temple courtyard and shows
Emperor Tiberius offering fresh water (qgbHw) to the god Osiris and the goddess
Isis.
