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Abstract:

The study aims at clarifying the Islamic ruling on providing maintenance for
one’s wife and children, as well as the ruling on the wife’s taking money from her
husband’s without his prior knowledge or permission. It also aims at elucidating
the type of permission that Hind bint Utbah (R) was granted by the Prophet (S),
whether it was a ruling or a fatwa? The research further discusses whether or not
all women can be treated like Hind bint Utbah (R) in this regard, provided that
they fulfill the same conditions that urged Hind (R) to take money from Abu
Sufyan (R). Or else, Hind (R)’s was an individual case and that not every woman
is permitted to do this unless there is a clear judicial verdict. The study also
intends to explain the implications of this Hadith in elucidating several
jurisprudential rulings that are general as well as many rulings pertaining to
women in particular. The research led to several results, the most important of
which is that the best and greatest reward for a person’s spending is what he
spends on his family and dependents, and that the maintenance of the wife and
children is obligatory on the husband (the father) to the extent of his sufficiency,
and that it is permissible for a woman to ask for a fatwa, to speak to the mufti, and
to go to his home, but subject to the legal controls for being alone with him.
When the husband is found stingy with his expenses, the wife has the right to take
from his money the amount she needs, on a reasonable basis, without his
permission and without resorting to the judiciary. It is desirable for the apologist
to provide evidence that confirms his sincerity to the one to whom he apologizes,
in addition to taking into account custom in the legal rulings.
