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Treasurers in Egypt during the Ptolemaic and Roman Periods

Abstract:

The term treasurers Tamiai appeared in many papyri documents
from the third century BC to the fourth century AD, and some of them
were general treasurers working for the state, and others were private
for some individuals, and it is possible to distinguish between three
types of treasurers; The first in Alexandria during the third century
BC, the second in the metropolis during the Ptolemaic and Roman
priods, and the third in the villages, and the Functions of each of them
differed from the other. Then a major development took place for this
function during the third century AD, following the visit of Emperor
Septimius Severus to Egypt in the year 200 AD, and he granted the
right to the residents of Alexandria and the metropolis to establish a
Boule council, and after that the functions of the treasurers increased
significantly until they became one of the major functions in the
metropolis, and they have an active role in affairs However, this
function gradually deteriorated with the beginning of the Byzantine
priod, until it completely disappeared from documents since the
middle of the fourth century AD.
