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Memnonia's Administrative Subordination to Hermonthis in
Ptolemaic and Roman Egypt

Abstract:

Memnonia (which called now Habu) located on the West bank of
the Nile, situated opposite Thebes, enjoyed great fame in the past
because of the two statues of Memnonia and the marvel of the musical
sound emitted every morning from the one of these statues, which
broken after the earthquake of 27 B.C. Memnonia gained high fame,
so many Roman emperors came to it, and it is still the destination of
visitors from all over the world for its fame. Memnonia was also
known as a good cemetery in the Pharaohs era and was called (jemi)
or Djeme, then the construction extended to it in the Ptolemaic era,
and it is possible that there were a number of residents working to
serve visitors and that they set up their houses next to the tombs. This
is illustrated by the houses mentioned in the Demotic documents that
were described as being in some part of jemi. Moreover, through
studying the Ostraka and the papyrus related to the city and
represented in the registered contracts in the Agoranomeion, tax
receipts and banking, we have seen that Memononia was
administratively subordinate to the nome of Pathyrite- Hermonthite. In
the later Ptolemaic era as well as in the Roman era Hermonthes was as
its capital.
