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Abstract:

This study aimed to know the students of the
College of Nursing attitudes towards the helping
behavior. The study sample consisted of (256) students
(n = 95 students), (n = 161 freshman) students from the
College of Nursing of the Public Authority for Applied
Education and Training in Kuwait. The positive social
behavior scale and the scale of the big five factors of
personality were applied. Results showed significant
differences between males and females in the positive
social behavior scale. While Significant differences
between the samples did not appear in the big five
factors of personality, only one factor is Neuroticism,
with the average male is larger than the female. The
study also revealed that the factors of Extraversion and
agreeableness have ability to predict positive social
behavior.
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
