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Summary

In light of the limits and characteristics of the research sample, themethodology used,
and the statistical analysis method, and after presenting and interpreting the research
results, it was possible to reach the following conclusions:

Extracts regarding expenditure and revenue data:

-The clubs do not specify a special clause for the expenses of contracting with
professional players.
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-Sports teams’ expenses exceed their total revenues.

-Disbursing the salaries of professional players as part of the transfer allowances for
all players, whether professional or amateur.

-Frequent signing of players and letting go of them for free.
-Lack of investment in stadiums and facilities for these clubs.

-There is no special detailed statement on revenue items in some sports activities in
clubs.

It is clear from the analysis of expenditure and revenue data that the clubs that relied on
the revenue from professional sports, which is represented by the revenue from the
purchase and sale of players, have benefited through this in covering the expenses of
sports activities related to professionalism. They also used the surplus revenues to fill
the deficit in the budgets of some other activities, and these clubs are (Al-Ahly Club),
whose football activity revenues exceeded its total expenses by (9,622,211.33 pounds)
as a result of the player sales that took place during the 1998/1999 season, and (Mahalla
Municipality) Club, whose football revenues exceeded its total expenses by
(189,058.02 pounds). And (Mansoura Club), whose football revenues exceeded its total
expenses by (57,308 pounds), while the other clubs were not able to provide a surplus
of revenues from the total expenses, as a result of the state of fluctuation that these clubs
are experiencing between hobby and professionalism, and the rush of some clubs. In
the operations of buying players and releasing them without compensation, it is
considered (losing deals) that have made the expenses exceed the total revenues due to
the lack of specialization in their management, or the presence of a scientific
department specialized in managing their professionalism.

Conclusions related to the questionnaire’s axes:

Professionalism is defined as “a basic activity and profession that does not allow the
player to practice any other profession besides him”.

Professionalism is practiced in the absence of regular rules and regulations governing
the player’s relationship with the club and the game federation.

A hobby is defined as “practicing sporting activities without expecting any financial
compensation for practicing this activity”.

-Managing professionalism with amateurish individuals and volunteers who cannot
meet its requirements.

-Whether the results of Egyptian sports at the regional, continental and global levels
result from the state of fluctuation between amateurism and professionalism.

-The lack of professionalism of all elements of the game (player - coach - referee -
administrator), which hinders clubs in supplying the national teams with talented
players.

-The lack of player agents accredited by international federations who have the ability
to implement professionalism regulations and its legality.

-Frequent postponement of competitions in federations that implement the professional
system, as this harms the interests of players and clubs (financially and technically).

-Contracting parties frequently resort to civil justice to resolve disputes that may arise
with the other party.
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-Total dependence on government support.

-The severe deficiency in marketing the names of professionals, especially the
distinguished ones, which would generate financial income for the club.

-Lack of professionalism among players abroad due to the weakness of local
competitions and national teams at the African level.

-Lack of reliance on sponsors of sports teams.

-Lack of clarity in the funding policies for the Professional Department, which makes
it difficult for the organizational stability of the Professional Department.

-The budgets set for professionalism differ from the level of actual professionalism.
-Lack of objective studies that help measure the economic return of professional sports.
-The lack of legislation specific to investment in the field of professionalism.

-Weak marketing capabilities of professional departments, which is evident in not
encouraging fans to come to the stands to watch the matches.

-Not investing the return in buying new players who are able to fill the void resulting
from the professionalism of their peers and providing them with growth opportunities
will achieve a greater return when selling them.

Recommendations:
The research recommends the following:

-Changing the articles of the financing law to suit the current sports situation, to catch
up with global sports progress.

-The necessity of building a strategy for sports professionalism in the African Union
countries.

-The necessity of establishing independent departments for professionalism within
sports federations and clubs.

-Developing regulations for the organization for investment work within the field of
professional sports, provided that the foundations for dealing between the various
parties are laid out (the player - the club - the federation - the investor - the Ministry of
Youth).

-Authorizing the establishment of specialized sports bodies (clubs) aiming to profit
through sports professionalism.

-The role of the government agency is limited to external oversight only, without
interfering in the work of professional departments.

-Paying attention to the media role of audio-visual means that are capable of correctly
defining the concept of sports professionalism.

-Allowing clubs to freely invest their funds and facilitie
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
