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Kuwait's trade and the determinants of African economic integration
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Abstract

The research aims to analyze Kuwait’s foreign trade with a focus on the
African side to know the volume of Kuwaiti-African trade exchange and
the ingredients for the success of Kuwaiti-African economic integration,
which contributes to maximizing the economic welfare of the Kuwaiti
society and diversifying the Kuwaiti economy according to the 2030 plan.
On oil, which contributes more than 90% of Kuwaiti exports, hence the
need to emphasize diversification. It was found that Asia occupies a
privileged position in relation to Kuwait's exports and imports, and that
Africa lags behind in relation to Kuwait's exports and imports, hence the
necessity of working to expand Kuwaiti trade relations with Africa and
benefiting from Africa's human potential and its large market.

It was also found that there is direct foreign investment between Kuwait
and South Africa, but these relations need further development, and that
Kuwait can harness its potentials to benefit from them, to deal with these
challenges and to achieve more African economic integration.
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
