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Abstract:

The oldest appearance of the deity 7%t dates
back to the era of King Den, and the deity 7t was
associated with the deity Hathor and was portrayed in
the Hathorian form since the Twenty-sixth Dynasty at
least, and they shared titles and religious roles, she was
associated with the solar doctrine.

The study aims to study the role of the deity 7t
in the Egyptian religion and to study the scenes of the
deity 7t in the form of Hathor, with an explanation of
the relationship between the deity 7% and the goddess
Hathor.

The study concluded that the deity 7% was
associated with the deity Hathor, and her appearance
was crowned with the Hathor crown, due to the
association of the two deities with the solar religion
and the protection of the deceased king.
