The current study aimed to attempt to monitor the amount of interest in the
research issues presented in international journals in the field of crime and
criminal sociology, identify and classify them, identify the most important global
theoretical and methodological trends used in studying and interpreting crime,
and finally provide a critical vision for international studies and research in the
field of criminal sociology. With a focus on the specificity of Egyptian society,
the study relied on the content analysis approach, both quantitative and
qualitative, for all research and studies published in two international journals:
(British Journal of Criminology BJC) and (International Journal of Criminology
and Sociology IJCS). The number of international research and studies
published in these two journals (671) during the time period from (2018-
2021).The study reached several results, the most prominent of which are:
International studies and research in the field of criminal sociology
demonstrated a thorough knowledge of studying the phenomenon of crime
from several dimensions (such as size The crimes committed, their patterns,
their victims, the perpetrators of the crimes, the authorities responsible for
enforcing the laws, crime statistics and rates, and the social impact of the
crime. There are also many theoretical and methodological explanations on
which international research has relied to explain the crime.
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
