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Situation of Educational Knowledge and Its Relation to Societal
Circumstances (An Analytical Critical Study of Some Research
Areas in Foundations of Education

Abstract:

Since the producer of educational knowledge in the origins of education
is able to move society and push it in the path of civilizational
advancement and solve its issues and problems, and to establish an
original and renewed educational knowledge model that carries
intellectual visions that are not easy in understanding the educational and
educational reality, it is necessary to identify the reality of educational
knowledge and its relationship to societal conditions, and even to
upgrade and develop this relationship - so that upgrading the product of
educational knowledge in proportion to the changing societal conditions,
especially after the revolution of January 25, 2011 - necessitated by
many of Justifications such as: the need for the faculties of education to
occupy their proper place in the marathon of human civilization, and to
introduce what is published in the fields of knowledge, especially the
principles of education, and to activate constructive intellectual dialogue,
as well as participation in solving community issues and problems in
objective methods based on scientific foundations.

In order to clarify the reality of educational knowledge and the
relationship between educational knowledge and societal conditions, it is
necessary to analyze and criticize some areas of research in the origins of
education, and based on a set of indicators as quantitative or qualitative
measures that summarize many knowledge and information about
societal conditions that extend relatively to five years from the year
(2011-2015), which are useful in diagnosing societal conditions and
indicating the most important urgent issues that require study by
educational research in the origins of education

Thus, the need to carry out a critical analytical study to find out
the reality of educational knowledge in the origins of education, and the
relationship of educational knowledge to societal conditions is
confirmed .
