Numbers from non-textual markings were observed in various
periods, and some of these markings, which occasionally do not
explain their tasks and meanings, are registered on pots, tools, and
weapons that relate their histories to various phases. Some believe
these markings identify the teams of workers, the names of the
workers, the institutions, or one of the responsible parties, while
others believe they identify the owner, the institution, or the quality
of the textiles, so The topic of this paper deals with a group of non-
textual markings that registered on the Egyptian textile. Whereas the
study deals with these markings and their linguistic significance and
how to register these markings on the textile, the paper traces the
identity of these markings and compares them with their counterparts

on pottery, papyrus, and ostraca.
