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Abstract

The study aimed to answer the main problem : "What are the
modern trends in defining security?" In light of this, the study dealt with
the theoretical rooting and transformations of the concept of security.
through reviewing human security, which is represented in: economic,
food, health, environmental, personal, political, and societal security, It
also dealt with the concept of national security, reviewing the most
important schools of security, such as the strategic school, and the
contemporary  “developmental” school. Finally, it dealt with
developments in security studies based on the Copenhagen School as one
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of the schools of security studies. The study reached a set of results, the
most important of which was represented in: that security consists of
three dimensions: the concept of balance, well-being, the military
capabilities of the state, and the connection of the concept of national
security with strategic security, and security in the national nature
depends on the international environment for security.
