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The Jury System and the Effectiveness of its

Abstract:

The scope of the research is limited to addressing two main
issues: The jury system, in terms of its concept, its
constitutional and legislative supports, and its evaluation on
the one hand, and the extent of its application in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia on the other hand. This is the
objective scope, which will lead us - in an exploratory study -
to knowing this system, which the criminal justice systems in
the Arab countries have not yet tried. Do the jurists in them
feel that their systems are satisfied with their inheritance? Or
are they apprehensive of experimentation! So far, we have
not encountered research that has evaluated the jury system
or the possibility of its application in our country, neither

from the point of view of Arab jurisprudence in general nor
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from the point of view of Saudi jurisprudence. The
importance of the research consists in being an exploratory
and evaluative research in the first place; it does not aim at
an in-depth study of the jury system. Rather, the research
seeks to answer a basic question: Is there a need to
implement this system in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia?
