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A Critical Assessment of the Limitations of the
Principle of Party Independence in International

Commercial Arbitration

Abstract:
International commercial arbitration has been considered
the preferred alternative solution for resolving disputes in
recent years. One of the reasons for this popularity is the
flexibility of the arbitration process. Basically, the principle
that makes the arbitration process flexible is the
independence of the parties, which depends on the choice of
law in the contract. The parties to the arbitration agreement
are free not only to choose the laws but also to conduct the
arbitration. They waive the right to bring a claim in court
and exclude the jurisdiction of the courts under this
agreement, which is accepted as the primary source for

arbitration. However, it should be noted that the principle of
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party independence is not always a rule in international
commercial arbitration, as it may be subject to some
restrictions, and that the settlement of international disputes
Is not easy at all in the presence of two parties at least with
different nationalities and different legal backgrounds.
Therefore, choosing an appropriate and effective method of
resolving disputes can be considered an important factor
that ensures and promotes the robust development of
international trade.
