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- Abstract:

In the present day (Y)st century), India faces major issues in public
cleanliness. In many households, toilet facilities are unavailable, leading a
considerable number of residents to relieve themselves in open spaces. The
Indian government has attempted to curb this phenomenon, but these
efforts have not produced the desired outcomes. The core of the problem
lies not in the lack of toilets but rather in the prevailing beliefs, customs,
and convictions.

The research sheds light on this issue and how it existed among the Arabs
during the pre-Islamic era, where their beliefs, customs, and convictions
aligned with what Hindus today perceive regarding these toilets. It also
explores how Islam, within a few years, managed to alter these beliefs,
customs, and convictions. The study further establishes that India had
toilets throughout the Muslim rule, and these toilets continue to exist in the
homes of Indian Muslims to this day.

The research also delved into public bathrooms during the Muslim rule in
India, considering them as a higher level of comfort and cleanliness. It
explored the administration and operational systems of these public
bathrooms, providing some examples therfor.
