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Abstract

This study aimed to reveal the differences in emotional competence
due to gender and age from the mothers’ perspectives in Medina. The
sample consisted of mothers of (284) children (4-9) years old, from
kindergarten up to the third ptrimary grade, during the first semester of
the academic year 2022-2023, with (173) of females, and (111) males.
The study tools consisted of Parental Assessment Questionnaire for
Children's Emotional Competence (Nikcevi¢-Milkovi¢, et al., 2020),
translated by the researcher. The results indicated that the domain of
perceiving, understanding, and expressing one's own feelings came first,
and the domain of perceiving, understanding, and expressing the feelings
of others came second .The study found statistically significant
differences in the emotional competence, due to children’s gender, and
due to the age group, in favor of children (7-9) years. The study
recommended developing emotional competence among children.
