Abstract

The research aims to shed light on the First
Priest of Amun™ Men Kheper Ra Seneb" I,
whose tomb is located in the upper estate of
the titles with broader and more
comprehensive  Amun. King Thutmose Il
granted him two a meaning, namely the
supervisor of foreign lands and the supervisor
of the lands of the good god. He carried many
Sheikh Abd al-Qurna cemetery, which bears
the number (TT86). This is done by studying
the most important works and titles he
received during the reign of King Thutmose
[11 in the New Kingdom. He is the supervisor
of the priests of Upper and Lower Egypt and
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titles that he recorded on the walls of his
tomb. The research will be limited to studying
the title of Seal Bearer of the King of Lower
Egypt as one of the important titles he held
during the reign of King Thutmose 11 during
the Eighteenth Dynasty in an attempt to trace
the emergence of this title, the development
of its tasks, and the most important figures
the general supervisor in every sector of this
huge institution from the priesthood and
management of the treasury, the barns, slaves,
herds of cattle, and the fields and farms of
Amun. He also had a great deal of experience
in the field of establishing works specific to
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
